Notice of this meeting was given to the Mayor and 

City Council and a copy of their acknowledgment of receipt of the notice and the Agenda 

are on file in the office of the City Clerk. Availability of the agenda was communicated in 

the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this meeting. All 

proceedings hereafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the 

attendance of the public.

Mayor Hatfield called the special budget hearing meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. informing 

all those present of the poster stating the Open Meeting Law Changes on the West meeting 

room wall accessible to the public. At this time all those present stood to recite the Pledge 

of Allegiance. 

 

Motion to Open Budget Hearing – Council Member Eisenhauer moved to open the 

Budget Hearing at 6:32 p.m.  Council Member Helms seconded the motion.  Roll Call vote 

indicated all present voting in favor of the motion, whereupon motion carried.  Julie 

Bauman was present to answer any questions on the 2021-22 Fiscal Year Budget. Ms. 

Bauman went over the final numbers of the upcoming FY 2021-22 Budget, which had not 

changed since last meeting. Ms. Bauman stated that the valuation had a 9% increase with 

an overall 3.3% increase to the 2021-2022 FY Budget. There was no public input. Council 

Member Haughton moved to close the Budget Hearing at 6:59 p.m.  Council Member 

Eisenhauer seconded the motion.  Roll Call vote indicated all present voting in favor of the 

motion, whereupon motion carried.
